ne of the main objectives
O of this report is to reach an

informed view on an
ambitous, but achieveable, goal for
wind energy in Guangdong,
including a realistic timescale of
development. This section
describes existing expectations and
targets for China and Guangdong,
and goes on to suggest how
institutional targets might be greatly
expanded under a more optimistic
outlook for what could be achieved
by wind energy in China.

Support for this enhanced optimism
is provided from policy experiences
elsewhere. In later chapters, the
report considers necessary pre—

requisites for achievement of higher
targets namely the resource,
industrial capability, costs etc
highlighting areas which could
prove to be bottlenecks if not
addressed in time.

4.1 China-wide
Expectations

The Chinese government issues
periodic plans for the power sector,
detailing expected growth levels
and the generation mix. Latterly
this planning function has been co-
ordinated by the NDRC, with final
approval also residing at NDRC.
Plans will typically include
preliminary breakdowns by
province, which are then

considered and sometimes revised
by each Provincial government.

In the case of wind energy, at the
beginning of this year (2005) NDRC
put forward a national goal of 20
GW of wind energy by 20201,
This was allocated to provinces
depending on an initial view on their
relative wind resource and a view
on grid restrictions (considered in
more detail in the next section).

An interim target of 4GW by 2010
was also set, with plans for larger
onshore and offshore wind farms set
for after 2010 specifically:

- build several GW-scale wind
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
