	57_ML: In 2025, we implemented a series of strategic and impactful initiatives that advanced climate justice, influenced national policy, and deepened community led advocacy. Key highlights included:
- Ummah for Earth, which maintained momentum by advancing to align Islamic finance with sustainable investments and promoting divestment from fossil fuels;
- Stop Drilling, Start Paying, continued to demand accountability from Global North countries and their fossil fuel companies in the form of climate finance for the energy transition, climate adaptation and loss and damage reparation in the region;
- The Wellbeing Economy campaign, successfully influenced national policy debates by promoting alternatives to extractive growth and generated a flagship UAE report;
- Plastic Free Future, sustained efforts to influence global treaty negotiations while shifting focus toward domestic solutions based work;
- The SAWT digital platform, continued to strengthen the regional climate movement particularly in Morocco, Tunisia, Yemen and Iraq by amplifying youth voices;
- Flagship Research and Policy reports, such as “Beyond Extractivism” and "From Energy Security to Sovereignty" which built the case for a just energy transition that would benefit all. Our reports were increasingly recognized by decision makers, notably being cited by parliamentarians to advocate for fairer renewable energy strategies. 
-We organized high profile events including the "Toward a Just Energy Future" forum in Jordan and the EcoFarming Conference in Morocco. We participated to key multilateral conferences (UNFCCC COP 30) & (the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committe).
